The centred, bold title in all capital letters (font 16 pt) is followed by authors' name(s) in bold (font 14 pt) and by affiliations and addresses. Insert a blank line (16 pt) between the title and the names and also between the affiliations and the text (12 pt). A name of the author, who will present a report, should be underlined.
The abstract must not exceed 1 page (A4 format). Use the font Times New Roman 12 pt, line spacing – single, text alignment – justify, no page numbering. All margins (top, left, right, bottom) must be 2,5 cm. Use first line indentation 1,25 cm for paragraphs.

Use Microsoft Equation 3.0 or higher versions for typing equations. Equations should be centred. There should be one line of space above the equation and one line under it before the text continues. The equations must be numbered sequentially, and the number put in parentheses at the right hand edge of the text. Equation should be punctuated as if they were an ordinary part of the text. Punctuation appears after the equation:

c2 = a2 + b2.
